Zoning Ordinance Changes
Recommended by the Weldon Planning Board

Sign Standards
· Fines and/or penalties are incorporated into the sign standards language.
· Language is added to sunset existing pylon signage and prohibit new pylon signage.
· Language is added to regulate the percentage of window coverage in commercial districts, such that when the sign is on a window, the sign may take up no more than 25% of window’s area.  
· Signs with blinking lights continue to be prohibited.
· Language is added to establish a graduated maximum allowable size for individual signs, with the maximum allowable size decreasing the closer in proximity to the Commercial Business District.
· Language is added to prohibit signage on roofs.

Central Business District—Table of Permitted Use Changes
· Bed & Breakfast – defined additional development standards
· Boarding Houses – no longer permitted
· Dwellings, Single Family – require a Special Use Permit
· Dwellings, Two Family – require a Special Use Permit
· Dwellings, Multifamily – require a Special Use Permit
· Churches, temples, synagogues – no longer permitted
· Day Care Center – no longer permitted
· Hospitals – no longer permitted
· Nursing Homes – no longer permitted
· Entertainment, Indoor – permissible with additional development standards
· Entertainment, Outdoor – require a Special Use Permit
· Convenience Store without fuel – provided definition
· General Retail Uses > 5,000 square feet – require a Special Use Permit
· Flea Market, Indoor – no longer permitted
· Flea Market, Outdoor – not permitted
· Pawn Shops – not permitted
· Service Station, Automobile Gasoline – no longer permitted
· Food and beverage manufacturing excluding meat, poultry, vinegar, yeast – require a Special Use Permit
· Glass, glassware, china, pottery manufacturing – permissible with additional development standards; defined development standards for boutique-level establishments
· Musical instruments – permissible with additional development standards; defined development standards for boutique-level establishments
· Textile and apparel – permissible with additional development standards; defined development standards for boutique-level establishments
· Bus Station – require a Special Use Permit
· Dwelling, accessory to a commercial use – require a Special Use Permit
